So when you are dealing with a major change in your life, why not embrace it, adjust to it, and be
at your best instead of wasting your time and energy complaining about things you cannot change
or control? All the ups and downs of life happen according to God’s appointed times. What God
has decided will stand firm and we can never change it. Do not try to resist change, but let us be
wise enough to recognize, embrace it, and make the most of everything that comes our way.
Because God remains the same and faithful, we can rely on him through the changing seasons of
life.
